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As this is my first time ad-
dressing you as your Lay 
Director, I would like you to 
know that I am truly hon-
ored to be serving you in 
this capacity. My prayer is 
that I am able to lead our 
pilgrim ship on the course 
that God calls us to travel, 
with Christ at our helm and 
with our sails powered by 
the Holy Spirit. As people of 
prayer, I ask for your con-
tinued prayer support for 
our movement and for your 
leaders, that by the help of 
God we may continue to 
grow this movement, con-
tinue to attract good, solid

Serving as Rector for the 
Menõs 171st in 2006 ð now that 
was an amazing experience! I 
have met many wonderful 
friends along the way. 
Grounded, committed, Christ -
focused friends. Friends that 
seem to reflect everything 
that I see as being great about 
Cursillo. Its grandeur, majesty 
and transformative powers. 
Men and women that unknow-
ingly teach me something 
about my own personal rela-
tionship with God every time 
we get together. Good, solid 
soldiers for Christ. Cursillistas 
that donõt know the word 
ònoó. My Cursillo brothers and 
sisters are continually giving 
of themselves to help othersé
and paradoxically, they end 
up being the ones who grow 

due to their giving.  

I feel so blessed to be a part 
of this great movement. Faith 
and spirituality are such an 
important part of our lives. If 
we truly believe what we pro-
fess to believe in the Creed 

we recite at Mass then we 
should be nothing less than 
compelled to delve more 
deeply into the mysteries of

If youõre reluctant to 
take that first step by break-
ing out of your comfort zone, 
then why not come to an Ul-
treya? Our next one is coming 
up at the Casa on Friday, July 
17th. Cursillo is not an event. 
Itõs a lifestyle. Adopting the 
Cursillo lifestyle has had a 
tremendous positive impact 
not only on my spirituality, 
but on every aspect of my 
life. When it comes to Cur-
sillo, thereõs no such thing as 
òtoo much of a good thingó. I 
feel truly blessed to be a part 

of this wonderful movement.

But the real 
reason for my hesitation was not based on 
responsibilities or age, but actually on 
fear.  Fear that once entered into this 
journey would I find myself doing Godõs 

will or mine; answering 
Godõs call or that of my 

ego. 

 

You already know that 
prayer is a wonderful 
thing.  I know that too, 
but often I make deci-

sions without prayer ð counting not on 
Godõs wisdom and guidance but my own 
strengths.  This time I really knew that 
would not work; besides the Lenten Sea-
son was winding down, what better time 
for prayer.  So I sought out new places 
and people to pray with. I found powerful 
prayer in Newark during Blessed Sacra-
mentsõ Lenten Revival.  I traveled to East 
Rutherford to St. Joseph experiencing 
humble prayer as feet were washed.  I 
went north to Our Lady of Perpetual Help 
and experienced deeply moving prayer 
during the Good Fridayõs remembrance of 
Jesusõ last words from the cross.  On Sat-
urday I came home to Our Lady of Holy 

Angels and listened as Godõs blessings 
were called down on food prepared for 
Easterõs celebration.  Then I got another 
call.  Someone was needed to fill in as 
Eucharistic Minister for Holy Saturdayõs 
Liturgy of the Resurrection; yes I could.  
On that blessed and holy night, together 
with my brothers and sisters, I experi-
enced the glorious prayer of the risen 
Christ.
