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òHe said to them, ôCome by your-
selves to an out-of-the-way place 
and rest a little.õó(Mark 6: 31)  Je-
sus spoke those words to his apos-
tles when they had returned after 
having been commissioned to go out 
two by two to preach the Gospel 
and cure the sick. They needed to 
regroup and focus on what they had 
accomplished and to look forward to 
all they had yet to do in the name 
of their Lord and Savior Jesus 
Christ. They couldnõt do this sur-
rounded by the hustle and bustle of 

the crowds and the cities. They 
needed to go the peace and quiet of 

òan out-of-the-way place.ó 

       For all of us Cursillistas, our Cur-
sillo Weekend was an oasis from the 
busy lives we lead. That spiritual oasis 
has been in a variety of city settings: 
Newark, Elizabeth and two locations in 
Kearny. For us, Cursillo is rooted in our 
faith but part of its memory is the 
òCasaó ð wherever it happened to be.  
None of our Casas has ever been òan 
out-of-the-wayó place,ó yet we always 
made the best of it. Maybe we were 
distracted by the noises of people go-
ing to Mass on Sunday morning while 
we listened to the Environments Rollo. 

Perhaps we wished that there 
werenõt another group sharing the 
facility with us as we felt the vi-
bration of the ceiling as they 
danced above us while we were 
paying attention to the Study 
Rollo.  More than one Rector strug-
gled to re -arrange the Saturday 
afternoon schedule because the 
Chapel wasnõt available for the 
Round Table Chapel Visits after the 
Action Rollo. Our òout-of-the-way 
placeó wasnõt always so òout-of-

the-wayó and private. 

       This Fall, Cursillo will be moving 
to its fifth Casa! Carmel Retreat House 
in Mahwah is a beautiful and easily ac-

cessible òout-of-the-way place.ó In 
the foothills of the beautiful 
Ramapo Mountains, there will be 
no distractions from the profound 
spiritual experience that is Cur-
sillo. The grounds are vast and 
when the Cursillo is in progress, we 
will be sharing our space with no 

other groups.  

       Of course there will be some 
growing pains as we move into our 
new quarters. We will have to get 
accustomed to being at Carmel but 
there will be no complaints about 
the accommodations! The Closings 
will not be held at Carmel Retreat 
House but at Our Lady of Perpetual
